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òBUCKMINSTER FULLER:  

STARTING  WITH  THE  UNIVERSE ó 

 

He failed more than he succeeded. He was kicked out of Harvard 

University twice. He delivered lectures that sometimes ran for 16 

hours. His writings along with drawings which some would charac-

terize as doodles filled 847 bound volumes. 

Buckminster Fuller or òBuckyó was decidedly one of a kind, a philosopher, architect and futurist whose man-

tra was òdo more with less.ó Introducing the term òSpaceship Earthó in 1963, he foresaw many of our current 

ecological problems. 

òBuckminster Fuller: Starting with the Universeó is a current exhibit that runs through June 21 at the Museum 

of Contemporary Art, 220 East Chicago Avenue. The exhibit occupies the entire fourth floor of the museum 

with 340 objects including drawings, models and photographs. It has traveled from New Yorkõs Whitney Mu-

seum of American Art with more than 100 additions of items related to Fullerõs years in Chicago and south-

ern Illinois. 

The first section of the show illustrates his often bizarre housing plans formulated from the 1920õs to the 

1940õs. The featured object is an aluminum model of Fullerõs Dymaxion House Project of 1927, a lightweight, 

industrially produced home with a six-sided floor suspended from a central mast. Another section of the 

show spotlights Fullerõs revolutionary global mapping techniques which redistribute resources with more sus-

tainable methods. 

Transportation was another of his continuing interests. At the Chicago Worldõs Fair of 1933-34, Fuller pre-

sented to the world a teardrop-shaped, three-wheeled concept car. Its driver was killed in an accident, ending 

any plans for future development. 

This talented futurist is most noted for a geodesic dome built in 1959 at Southern Illinois University in Car-

bondale, a home with a self-supporting triangulated exterior with no need of interior columns. He formulated 

the original idea when he taught at the Institute of Design in Chicago. The climate-controlled dome answered 

the need for housing for returning World War II veterans. Inside the dome would be a òStandard of Living 

Package,ó a set of portable furniture and appliances for a family of six. 

The first dome built in 1948 at Black Mountain College in North Carolina collapsed, but future versions stood 

up straight as soldiers. The domes were popular with corporations and the military, used on playgrounds and 

as part of international exhibitions. The dome did have drawbacks: unusable interior space, persistent leaks 

and problems with controlling temperature, but it exemplified Fullerõs ideal of maximum impact from minimal 

materials. 

Buckminster Fuller was a prophet, inspiring todayõs interest in green architecture and maximum sustainability. 

That may be his most important legacy.
