ARTIST TRADING CARDS

Artists seeking immediate gratification, an opportunity for experimentation, new promotional opportunities and a
free exchange of ideas with other artists may be interested in the creation of artist trading cards.

More immediate gratification becomes a given when an artist produces a work of art on a 3 %2 x 2 % inch canvas.

Many appreciate having the opportunity of creating an esthetically appealing work in an hour or perhaps a morning
session.

Because of the shorter time involved, artists are willing to take more risks with technique, materials and subject

matter. A wide variety of media from dry (pencils, pens, markers) to wet (watercolor, acrylic) to paper (collage, pa-

percuts, found objects) are often used. The smaller format allows for a certain level of freedom. Painter Emily Bali-

Artist trading cards are also an excellent promotional t-o q|I . E
mail address, website URL and/or phone number, those interested in work who have purchased small samples may
inquire about sales of larger pieces.

A free exchange of ideas with other artists is one of the greatest advantages offered by artist trading cards. Many
clubs, trading sessions and online mailart communities help serve this purpose. Friendships with other artists is a
welcome bonus. Some artists make their own trading cards instead of buying them, working with materials at hand.
Any material that can be attached to a card will work. For ease of production, artists may make multiples of the
same design, creating these pieces using an assembly -line method.

The earliest origin of artist trading cards are 14 " century portrait miniatures, small and modestly priced advertise-
ments used by the merchant classes to arrange marriages for their daughters. In later times, the cards were used in
Europe and America as art training tools. The Impressionists used both sides of the cards, the art on one side and a
short resume on the other. By holding trading sessions in Zurich, Switzerland in 1996, Mr. Vanci Stirnemann popu-
larized modern day cards.

The cards can be purchased at most art supply stores. For added information, consult the reference book Artist
